Public Policy

Have you ever wondered what goes on behind the
scenes in AAUW’s Public Policy and Government
Relations department? While AAUW members like you
are busy advancing our mission in the field, we
continue to make AAUW'’s presence known on Capitol
Hill. Using our member-adopted Public Policy
Program as a guide, our staff engages with the U.S.
House and Senate each session of Congress by making
countless lobby visits as well as sending letters,
comments, and testimony about pending legislation.

When we see a bill that impacts our policy priorities,
AAUW’s voice takes many forms—collecting original
cosponsors, sending formal statements of support or
opposition, and signing on to coalition letters with like-
minded groups. Now, we’ve published all of those
documents on our website for you to reference. Check
out our this critical paper trail on economic
security,education, civil rights, and Title IX from the
114th and 115th Congresses! These materials can help
you in your own advocacy efforts, as well. Use them as
handouts during in-district meetings with policy makers
at all levels, crib from them to write letters to the editor
about priority issues, and so on.The U.S. House of
Representatives voted on Thursday [Feb. 16] to
overturn a rule that protects funding for Title X, the
national family planning program. More than four
million Americans rely on Title X for birth control and
other reproductive health services.

AAUW Jeer of the Week

Congressional Republicans have scheduled just 88 in-
person town hall events after the first two months of
the new Congress. To compare, after the first two
months of Congress in 2015, Republicans had held 222

in-person town halls. Despite holding 51 more seats in
Congress than their Democratic counterparts,
Republicans are holding 19 fewer town halls. This
news comes after Republican members of Congress
were confronted by impassioned constituents during
local area town halls.

Our Congressman Tom MacArthur held a
teleconference call-in hour to speak with constituents
on Monday, Feb. 13. Rather than hold a town hall
meeting requiring him to address his constituents face
-to-face and to take follow-up questions, he opted to
have his callers screened and in one instance, the
phone disconnected on a woman of the opposition
party. Here is some of what the Asbury Press
reported:

1 Add a New Jersey lawmaker to a growing list of
House Republicans not interested in holding town
halls and the risk of disruptions by anti-Trump and
pro-Obamacare protesters.

T Rep. Tom MacArthur says his town hall schedule is
on hold because he doesn’t “want to be baited
into having an event that some outside group can
just make a spectacle out of.” Instead, MacArthur
held a one-hour telephone town hall on Monday,
where constituents were invited to call in their
questions.

9 During the telephone town hall, MacArthur
alleged that colleagues had their events disrupted
as “hundreds of people have been bused in and
have been organized and in some cases have even
been paid to disrupt and to steal your voice."

1 “l think you have to realize what’s going on all
over the country. Public town hall events are
being hijacked by groups that are outside of the
district that (the) member represents. You’ve seen
them on TV.” he said.

1 MacArthur didn’t offer evidence that protesters
are paid and bused. Spokeswoman Camille Gallo
said MacArthur "was simply referring to reports
that he had read about outside groups attending
congressional town halls."

1 "There is no doubt that special interest groups
have been hijacking these forums with the intent
to completely disrupt productive events and
preventing local constituents from interacting
with their congressman," Gallo said.

Lit Group will take a brief hiatus for March so that we can
focus on the works of our brunch speaker, Pam
Jenoff. Ms. Jenoff’'s most recent book, The Orphan’s
Tale, was released just last week (Feb 23™). Described as
a “powerful novel of friendship set in a travelling circus
during World War II”, The Orphan’s Tale tells the story of
an unexpected friendship in perilous times.

Her first book was the best-selling The Kommandant’s
Girl, the story of Emma, a newlywed smuggled out of the
Warsaw ghetto who lives a double life as an assistant to a
Nazi official, and the dangerous risks she takes to protect
herself and her imprisoned husband. Although The
Ambassador’s Daughter looks back to the end of World
War |, and Almost Home (aka The Officer’s Lover” and “A
Hidden Affair” are set in contemporary times, Ms Jenoff’s
expertise on Poland and the Holocaust informs many of
her books, and she vividly portrays the choices her
characters face in these extreme circumstance.

Lit Group will return in April with Jeanette Winterston'’s
The Gap of Time, a re-imaging of Shakespeare’s The
Winter’s Tale, the first in the Hogarth Shakespeare
series.
